2. Finish floor with thin set and tiling installation. 
 
Install Decorative Cover (2): 
1. Remove mudguard (4).  
2. Be sure hair strainer is in place (6). 
3. Position decorative cover with the springs centered in the tile-in-frame and apply 

pressure to seat. 
 
Notes:    Opening Tool (1): Leave opening tool attached to decorative cover for home owner 
                     to remove and store for future use. Opening tool is provided to expose        
                     strainer and remove hair and debris, maintaining maximum drain flow.
